The Global Positioning System (GPS) is a worldwide radio 
navigation system that includes 24 satellites and their 
ground stations that monitor the operation of the 
satellites.

Your device supports enhanced voice commands. Enhanced 
voice commands are not dependent on the speaker’s voice, 
so the user does not record voice tags in advance.
